MINISTRY AT KWALE PRISON

One of the highlights for all of us was our visit to 
Kwale Prison where Word of Life Mombasa has a 
regular ministry. Jim shared his testimony and Ray 
preached a gospel message. We provided the 
prisoners with toilet paper, bar soap and copies 
of An Anchor for the Soul. When Ray asked them 
to make a commitment to Christ, more than half 
the men raised their hands indicating they were 
doing that. At the end of our time a prisoner who 
the others call Pastor, thanked us for coming and 
told us he had nothing to give us but “in the day 
when we stand before Christ I will testify that 
I was in prison and you visited me.” None of 
us had dry eyes!
